What is Ministry?-
Last weekend we had as part of our Sunday Masses a Commissioning Liturgy. This was not only
meant to heighten our awareness of our call to be Stewards in our lives, but to also recognise
the many people who do something in our parish and the surrounding community. It was
wonderful to see so many people who support and nurture the life of this parish. However, |
was also struck by the large number of people who | know to be active members of our parish,
participating in some form of ministry, who did not stand up to be recognised, thanked and
blessed. By no means is this a criticism or disparaging word of those people. Primarily, it is an
observation of their perceived humility or uncomfortableness with being publicly acknowledged
in this way. Though, upon conversation with some of the people who | saw not stand up, a
general response to ‘why not?’ was that they did not see themselves and what they do as
ministerial. | beg to differ!
One of the great challenges of the Second Vatican Council was to show everyday Catholics that
no longer is the priest; up the front with his back to the people performing sacred and
untouchable rituals; the only one who served God in ‘active ministry’. By virtue of their
baptism, each Christian shares in the mission of Jesus and the ministry of the church. Ad
Gentes, the Vatican Council document on Missionary Activity states: “All Christians by the
example of their lives and the witness of their word, wherever they live, have an obligation to
manifest the new person which they put on in baptism, and to reveal the power of the Holy
Spirit by whom they were strengthened at Confirmation. So that others, seeing their good
works, might glorify the Father and more perfectly perceive the true meaning of human life
and the universal solidarity of humankind.” (#11)
Through baptism we share in the common priesthood of Christ conferred on us. This common
priesthood of all the faithful works hand in hand with the ministerial or hierarchical priesthood
shared in by priests and bishops. “The baptised, by regeneration and the anointing of the Holy
Spirit, are consecrated to be a spiritual house and a holy priesthood, that through all the works
of Christian men and women they may offer spiritual sacrifices and proclaim” the good news.
(Lumen Gentium #10) So whether we contribute to this parish and the wider community by
large or small deeds of service, we do so as ministers of God’s grace. Each of us, no matter how
insignificant we think what we do is, if it is founded in love and faith as our desire to follow
Christ, then it is united to the grand mission of Jesus and his Church. You are his ministers!

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WHY SUNDAY MASS?

Why do | have to go to Mass on Sunday? For generations
children have asked this question. Today many adults ask it too.
Its an old question, Mass remains the same, Sundays have
changed. In 1954, 80 percent of Catholics attended Sunday Mass.
They included most young people. Now fewer than 20percent

ew young people. Young Catholics who go to parish Mass

stand out among their peers. The Australian Sunday has changed,
it has become secularised. In 1954 very few people worked on
Sunday. There were no football matches, no television, no films,
few Sunday papers. Churches were one of the few places where
people could meet on Sunday. Churches sponsored créches,
tennis clubs, organised dances and picnics. People went to
church to pray, but also to meet people. Compare that with
today. Many people work on Sunday. For others, Sunday is the
only day they can sleep in and do the shopping. Going to church
competes with football, movies, television, school activities, and
family outings. In 1954, community was easier to find. Peopl
de:% joinesrs, tﬁ‘e$ h)ktteédati1 do %hrﬂngi wih R
community groups. Now community groups struggle for
members. This reflects a more individual society. People have
more choice, and emphasise their individual right to choose for
themselves. They still look for connection, but on their own
terms and not in established groups. Today those who attend
Sunday Mass stand out from the majority of Australians,
including their fellow Catholics. They make a decision to go to
Mass.

Tuesday, November 17, St Elizabeth of Hungary (1207-1231)
St Elizabeth was born in Hungary in 1207, the daughter of
Alexander 11, King of Hungary. As she grew in age, her piety
increased by leaps and bounds. In 1221, she married Louis of
Thuringia and began to lead an austerely simple life and devoted
herself to works of charity. Her husband encouraged her in her
exemplary life. After his death, Elizabeth left the court, made
arrangements for her three children, and in 1228 became a
tertiary of St Francis. She built the Franciscan hospital at Marburg
and devoted herself to the care of the sick until her death at the
age of 24 in 1231.

WHO'S I N THE PEWS

Barry Peachy, has a wide and almost unbelievable knowledge of
the Southport Catholic Parish, having lived most of his life within
a square kilometre of Guardian Angels Church. Barry was born at
Dalby, but arrived at Southport as a three year old when his
father was transferred to Southport with the Post Office. Barry
started school at Star of the Sea in 1951 and remained there until
1960 when he became a border at Maris Brothers Ashgrove to
complete his secondary education. Barry recalls his time at Star
of the Sea when all the classes were taught by Sisters of Mercy.
Sister Mary Inez was in charge of the primary school for many
years, with Sister Mary St Pascal in charge of secondary.

Barry remembers when the Guardian Angels Church was being
built and one of his class mates fell into one of the foundations
which was full of rain water. He is still friends with one boy he
started school with in 1951. They see each other regularly.
Barry’s first job was as an assistant in a Casket Agency, at Surfers
Paradise ,owned by a chemist who owned a couple of
pharmacies. Barry continued in his employ for the next forty
three years, becoming his business manager. He says he has
been happily unemployed since 2007. Barry met his wife
Margaret in 1964 and they were married at Guardian Angels
Church in 1966 by Fr Bill Taylor. As Margaret was not a Catholic,
Fr Taylor was also responsible for their pre marital instruction.
Barry recalls how Fr Taylor was often late for these meetings, as
he had been fishing. Barry and Margaret have two children, both
educated at Star of the Sea and Aquinas College. As well they
have two grandchildren who attend Guardian Angels.

Always one to be involved with the community, Barry joined
Jaycees when he was twenty three. From there he became the
inaugural treasurer of a steering committee to start the Gold
Coast Police Citizens Youth Club. The club built its own premises
in Monaco Street, Surfers Paradise where it has gone from
strength to strength. Barry was awarded Life membership of the
club, of which he is very proud. He has also been an active
member of the Southport Yacht Club since 1981. Serving on
various committees over the years and treasurer for six. He was
granted Life Membership of the Yacht club in 2004. Barry usually
attends Mass at 7.00 am at Guardian Angels. For the past twelve
months he has looked after the gardens and exterior of Guardian
Angels Church. He says he feels privileged to be able to
contribute in a small way to the parish where he has lived most
of his life.
